The Subscription for the year 1999/2000 is £60.00.  Life Members of DUCAC are exempt from subscription, but are required to pay £15 per annum if they wish to use the sports facilities.

IMPORTANT NEWS

College is currently developing plans to build a new ‘State of the Art’ Sports Centre on a site adjacent to College on Pearse Street near the DART Station.  This new complex will include a 25m eight lane competition swimming pool, saunas, steam rooms, a fitness suite, major and minor sports halls, new racket courts and many other sports facilities.  Pavilion members will of course be eligible to join and use these new facilities.

In addition, a Director of Sport, Terry McAuley, has been appointed and a new Committee for Sport and Recreation has been established.  All sports facilities will in future years be organised and managed from the Director of Sports Office while DUCAC will continue to act as governing body for College Sports Clubs.

These important developments will necessarily result in changes to the DUCAC constitution and to the way in which the sports facilities are used and managed.  The sports complex should be completed within two years and during that period the necessary alternations to our rules will be publicised and implemented.

FACILITIES
Pavilion Members may use all Sports Facilities in College, at Santry and at Trinity Hall, including the Tennis Courts, Weights Room, Squash Courts, and the Multi-purpose Luce Sports Centre.  They are also entitled to participate in any of the classes or Instruction Programmes offered on the Recreation Programme during the year.  These will involve an additional nominal charge.

Pavilion Members may also introduce guests to the Sports Facilities in out of term periods and after 17.00 hrs. on Fridays and for the weekend, on payment of the appropriate fee.

BOOKINGS

Most Sports may be booked in advance at the Luce Sports Centre Reception Desk.  A Telephone Booking System is in operation.  Please phone the Physical Recreation Office Ph: 608 1803 for details if you wish to subscribe to the scheme.  Members may query availability of facilities by telephone Ph: 608 1812.  All booking charges may be paid in advance.

EXTERNAL USE
Outside Clubs, Business Houses etc, may book the Sports Facilities in College out of term by contacting the Physical Recreation Office Ph: 608 2243.  Use of the playing fields is dependent on suitable weather conditions and may be suspended, at short notice, by the ground staff.

PAVILION BAR
The Pavilion is the recognised Clubhouse for all DUCAC Members.  In addition to full Bar facilities, the Pavilion offers a full catering Menu for Club and Social Functions at all times, on application to Mr. Darrin Sutherland Bar Manager.  All guests must be signed into the Visitors Book by Members

INDIVIDUAL SPORTS CLUB MEMBERSHIP
All Pavilion Members are entitled to join any of the 50 DUCAC Clubs on payment of the appropriate fee.  Except in the specific case of graduate or staff teams, membership of club teams is generally restricted to student members of DUCAC.

There is a wide range of Fitness Equipment, including weights, treadmills, bikes, stepper and rowing ergonometers, as well as a separate Free Weights training area.  Qualified fitness instruction available.
