Team competitions are for teams of three shooters.  Subject to range space being available, participating organisations may enter more than three individuals in an event and where able, may enter more than one team.


* .22 calibre pistols are banned by legislation in England, Scotland and Wales. Accordingly we are unable to offer any cartridge pistol matches. However, the programme includes a Sport Pistol course which will be shot at 25m with .177 air pistols.

Entry Fees
Entry fees will be in the region of £5 to £8 per shooter per event and £4 per team.

Accommodation
For organisations which have not already made arrangements in connection with the NSRA Bisley Rifle Meeting on 11th to 19th August, clubhouse and hut-type accommodation will be available on Bisley Camp.  Price for bed and breakfast is about £13 per person per night.  Facilities for lunch and dinner are available on the Camp and a full-board package will also be available to participants in this match at about £26 per person per day.

Firearm Permits
Permits from the British police are currently required for .22 rifles and ammunition only. The police require applications for permits to be made by the National Small-bore Rifle Association, and these will need to be submitted by 1st July. Applications for EEC residents will need to be accompanied by the original copy of the holder’s European Firearms Pass. A Permit costs £12, but up to 20 individuals may be included on a block application which costs £60.


Permits are not required for .177 air rifles and air pistols.
